Grades: 40% of the grade is based on homework, which must have a time stamp of submission no later than midnight the class day after the period for which the homework is assigned (e.g. chapter 4’s homework must be time stamped no later than midnight Friday, Feb. 16).  It is technically due on the previous class day, but the extra time will insure that people can deal with computer issues, as homework is turned in over the internet. Since the work in this class is cumulative it is imperative that you complete all class assignments!  Thus, late work will be graded, but the letter grade will be lowered.  Note that each person's disk has an ID; this, plus your computer's clock, allows the electronic grader to determine if people turn in other people's files. 25% of grade is based on the midterm exam. 35% of grade is based on final exam, which is Monday, May 9. 3:00-5:030 PM. Note: this is a possible 110%!!! The grade scale is standard, e.g. 90-110% = A, 80-89 = B, etc. 

  

The instructor reserves the right to scale up grades, if students that attend class and participate are on a borderline, their grade will be scaled up. Students may complete test help assignments for extra credit, up to a possible 10% extra credit in course (Doing all of them perfectly will add 10% to the student’s pre scaled grade).
